Neubrandenburg, the third biggest town in Mecklenburg-
Western Pomerania, on the edge of the Mecklenburg Lake
District, in the midst of a hilly landscape that was formed
by Ice Age glaciers. The more than 750-year-old town invi-
tes you on an exciting voyage of discovery with impressive
historical witnesses.

When strolling along the almost fully preserved approx. 2.3
km long town wall with its magnificent town gates, the hou-
ses that are built into the wall and the prisoners’ tower, you
will sense a hint of mediaeval romanticism. The protective
walls today surround the town like a green belt. With its
monumental east gable, The Marienkirche [St Mary’'s
Church] hall church, originally a church with a nave and
two aisles, ranks among the most impressive witnesses of
the era of North German brick Gothic architecture. After
almost complete destruction, the church today houses an
architecturally attractive concert hall.

Enjoy the sophisticated programme of the Neubranden-
burg Philharmonic in the KONZERTKIRCHE NEUBRAN-
DENBURG. The west tower of St Mary’s church houses
the permanent special exhibition “Routes of brick Gothic
defence and decorative architecture in Neubrandenburg”.

Since it was founded in 1991, the University of Applied Sciences in Neu-
brandenburg has developed into an academic centre and driving force in
teaching, research, and continuing education for the region. Currently,
approximately 2,200 young people study in 16 faculties offering a total of
24 B. Sc. and M. Sc. degrees. A practical approach is adopted towards
the research and teaching, which takes place at our University of Applied
Science.

Located close to the city centre and Lake Tollense, our campus includes
modern seminar and laboratory facilities, a library and further service fa-
cilities, the canteen, and four halls of residence.

Students usually get together on campus, the Student Club or at parties.
The university cinema offers a high-quality selection of films. Students
use their own ideas and initiatives to shape everyday life. Events such as
campus parties, book readings or public lectures take place frequently. In
May or June, all students, professors, and staff gather on our “University
Day” for the popular dragon boat races and other sporting events.

At first, the emphasis will be on lectures. During the semester, the course
will imply more and more teamwork and “learning-by-doing” concepts.
The overall aim is to bring international students and Neubrandenburg
students together in order to stimulate teamwork, entrepreneurial spirit as
well as international communication and cooperation. During the semes-
ter different company visits will be organized, so that the students will be
introduced to German business culture.

What do Buddies get out of it?

Buddies get the opportunity to make friends with people from other countries and to broaden
their horizon. The focus of the buddy-programme is on mutual learning through intercultural
exchange.

The buddies from Neubrandenburg do not get paid for their activities, but support international
students on a voluntary basis. Buddies have the opportunity to attend seminars on intercultural
competencies for which they will get a certificate. Buddies also receive a certificate for their
voluntary activities on request. Proven intercultural competencies and international experience
play an increasingly important role in applications for internships or jobs.

Which prerequisites do Buddies need?

Buddies do not need special prior knowledge. It is just important that Buddies are familiar with
the university and Neubrandenburg, that they are reliable and that they are open-minded and
enthusiastic towards people from other countries and cultures.
